Board members present: Bob Rubenstein, John Plunkett, Bob Cherry, Chris Smith, and Barbara Foster.  Bob R called the meeting to order at 9:20 AM. In addition, Nanette Seligman participated in the meeting.

John Plunkett made a motion to accept and Chris Smith seconded it. All voted yes.

Old Business:


--Tree Limb Clean-up: The Board considered that tree limb clean-up to be completed prior to the annual meeting and picnic.  It also decided that the annual cleanup should be continued as an essential service to the Yoakum Run community. It is a sound investment of homeowner fees to maintain the appearance of the community and helps in some measure to reduce the fire hazard that again will be severe this summer.


If tree limbs or trunks are of a significant size, they should be cut to manageable lengths of no longer than 8 feet.  All wood must be stacked curbside no later than Sunday, June 16, so that the cleanup contractor can start the work during the same week.  The contractor will be required to remove all roadside debris by July 1.

--Fire Hydrants: The Board will purchase visible posts of installation before winter so that the hydrants can be readily located.  In addition, the Board will contact the Canaan Valley Volunteer Fire Department to test the hydrants by using them to flush the roadway culverts.  Lastly, the Board will paint the hydrants a burnt orange color that will be readily visible but not obtrusive.


The Board will request that the Fire Department provide a notice to all property owners in YRHOA and in the surrounding associations regarding the fire dangers this summer, and recommend that fire screen/spark arrestors be used on all exterior fire pits.  Within our Association, the YRHOA Protective Covenants & Restrictions forbid open fires and require all outdoor fireplaces to be equipped with fire screens (approved by the Association).  While the Board is concerned about enforcement, it would seem important to all homeowners that such care would be taken by all.

New Business:


--Water runoff and drainage issue: Nanette Seligman attended the Board meeting to report on the water backup that floods half of her property (lot 7).  The backup nearly approaches her home and floods over Timberline Road making the road nearly impassable. After discussion it became clear that the storm water runoff issue and drainage must be addressed lest it adversely affect more properties than it already is.  

The Board walked the streets and concluded that there is a problem with some culverts, but for a successful resolution, state and county authorities would need to be contacted to address the issues.  In addition, the Board would need to contact Timberline Four Season Resort to participate in a solution. The Board decided that letters would need to be written to the WV Department of Highways about the three culverts under Timberline Road and one culvert under Four Seasons Drive. Winterset would need to be brought into the conversation due to water runoff from that area. Timberline Resort would need to be contacted (both Fred Herz and Tom Blanzy) to begin a dialogue regarding the runoff, channeling, and containment basins.


Additional, the Board concluded the resolution to the issues would not be a simple or inexpensive matter. It may require the expertise of water and environmental engineers.  It was agreed that members of the Board would approach Trout Unlimited, Athey Lutz, son of John Lutz (216-225-1899) and inquire as to their ability to address the issues for YRHOA, or to obtain their recommendations for others the Board could approach.


--Annual HOA Assessment Fee: Because the downed limb and debris pick-up would likely cost more this year due to the strong storms last fall/winter, and the anticipated significant costs of addressing the water drainage issues, the Board discussed refraining from granting a $100.00 credit on the $250.00 YRHOA annual assessment for the upcoming year. Barb Foster made a motion to issue no discount this year, which John Plunkett seconded.  All annual assessment payments must be received no later than July 10, 2013.

Lastly, a motion was made to hold the Annual YRHOA Annual Meeting and picnic on at 10am on July 20, 2013 at Chris Smith’s home, “Bear Necessities,” 308 Yoakum Run Road.
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
