**IMPORTANT NOTE:  Bob Cherry, 277 Yoakum Run Road, still has 17 sets of new house numbers that have not been picked up by homeowners.  Please pick them up as soon as you can.  For emergency services, Tucker County passed an ordinance requiring that all homes display the numbers in accordance with the instructions mailed to you with the last YRHOA Annual Meeting Minutes.  Without the numbers being displayed properly, emergency services would be unable to find your home as they are related to GPS systems.  If you are renting your home, most vehicle Navigation System will recognize the new numbers and direct your renters to the house they rented.

We strongly encourage all homeowners to affix the new numbers to their homes and at the street for safety and security reasons.  Police/fire/ medical services follow GPS systems and can only find homes by GPS.  In addition, if you are renting, entering the new numbers into your vehicle navigation system will direct your renters to the home.  The homes for which the new numbers have not been retrieved are:  3, 4, 6, 9, 13, 14, 23, 25, 26, 27, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 35, 36, and 49.  Bob Cherry has the numbers and will give them to owners.  Please contact Bob at robertjcherry@verizon.net to make arrangement to pick them up or to have them affixed to the home(s).
